The Castells of Catalonia are a unique and awe-inspiring cultural 

tradi�on that has deep roots in the north-eastern region of Spain.

This is why the par�cipants devote much of their prepara�on to 

safely managing such collapses, and the youngest members must wear protec�ve headgear. 
 

The Castells are not just a physical spectacle but a powerful representa�on of human achievement, solidarity, and 

cultural heritage that con�nues to thrive in Catalonia today.

It is very inclusive and 

aimed to bring people together, because neighbours of all ages can par�cipate and have their role. It encourages 

people from different genera�ons and background to come together for a common purpose.

Book Title:  The Old Man and the Sea 

Author: Ernest Hemingway
